Faced with this reality, an essential 
question emerges: will humankind learn to restrain itself, to 
keep quiet, or at least to better listen and share this space? 


The Station tells the story of a 
place, a seaside. It is a landscape 
fresco stretching through time, from 
a mythological past to a 
hypothetical future. Between the 
two, there is us—our era, our 
habits, our flaws, our way of 
inhabiting the world. 


The stage device is a model 
shoreline. The two performers take 
over this place, becoming in turn 
puppeteers, seagulls, lifeguards, 
vacationers, and builders, giving 
life to an “imaginary” seaside 
resort built... on shifting sands.
