Julie: not to get trapped on the sandbanks or riptides. 

Rosalie + Julie: We wish you a pleasant day on our beaches.



Competition gestures 

Julie: Catalina 

Rosalie: Catalina! Catalina hates it when sand gets in her sandwich, how it crunches under your teeth ssssssssss (shudder) Bastien! 

J: Bastien! Bastien claims that one day he survived a shark attack on the coast of Soulac sur Mer, but “ “ Anna! 

R: Anna. This is the first time Anna feels comfortable in a bathing suit. Zora!

R+J: Sapristi! "My sandwich!"
Dong DONG dông, R + J run into each other. As J talks R taps her microphone and tries to get her attention. 
J: “The lifeguards team of Soulac-sur-Mer report multiple disappearances on the beach. Watch your belongings. We’ll see you tomorrow at 11 am, good evening
They remove all the beachgoers.
Pierre: My towel, my favorite towel!!!!!!!!

R slowly moves Céleste.
